
Dear passenger,

In order to assist us in helping you to procure your Kenyan Tourist Visa, we need you to complete and collate the following documents and return them to us as speedily 
as possible, so that we can apply for your Kenyan visa a maximum of 3 months prior to your entry date into Kenya:			 
•	 Kenyan Tourist Visa Application form completed in BLACK ink with ONE passport sized photo attached	 	 	
•	 A copy of your trip itinerary	 	 	
•	 Passport with at least 6 months validity, in clean condition and with at least one free page (not the observation/remarks page)

For all other nationalities, please call us for details of fees.

NOTES:			 
•	 All costs are per person	 	 	
•	 Single refers to ‘entry’	 	 	
•	 All non-UK passport holders are required to provide proof of residency in the UK

METHOD OF PAYMENT			 
You may pay for your Kenyan visa via debit/credit card, cheque or cash. Cheques to be made payable to on the go.

WHEN CAN I APPLY FOR MY KENYAN VISA?			 
You may apply for your Kenyan visa within 3 months of your intended arrival. The visa is valid for entry within 3 months, so you cannot apply any earlier.

HOW LONG WILL IT TAKE?			 
It will take approximately ONE -TWO working weeks from the time you have lodged your passport, for the Kenyan High Commission to issue you a Kenyan visa. We will call 
you on your daytime number, as soon as your passport is returned from the Embassy. Sometimes, particularly during the busy summer months, delays can occur. Please 
exercise patience. It is important to know that the Kenyan High Commission provide for no refund if your application is rejected or cancelled. Please exercise care when 
completing your application form. 

HOW DO I GET MY PASSPORT AND APPLICATION FORM TO ON THE GO?			 
You are advised to visit our London office or alternatively, use a recorded postal service to forward the documents to our London office. Your passport is a valuable 
document. If visiting us - our trading hours are: - [If visiting us on/around public holidays, please call in advance to check hours of trade]

Please note: Visa procurement remains the responsibility of the client. Whilst we do our best to ensure that information featured here is current, visa requirements and fees can fluctuate.

WHICH ONE – SINGLE ENTRY OR DOUBLE?			 
For those travelling to the gorillas, please only apply for a single entry visa. Currently there is no agreement between Uganda/Rwanda/DRC and Kenya, so you will need to get 
another Kenyan visa upon your return to Kenya (regardless if you have a single or double entry visa stamp). For all other trips, a single entry visa is recommended. As even when 
returning back into Kenya a single entry visa is sometimes allowed – it all depends on the border guards. If a second visa is required it can be purchased at the border.

NOTE: 			 
For those travelling on a Northbound Overland Camping Safari that ends in Nairobi, your Kenyan Visa will be procured en route if you are a UK, Australian and New 
Zealand passport holder. For all other nationalities, please check with the relevant embassies.

HOLIDAYS:			 
The Kenyan High Commission will observe the following public holidays in addition to the ones we observe here in the UK:   10th October, 20th October, 12th December.

Please note that your visa application cannot be processed until all sections of the form have been completed and (if necessary) proof of UK residency is provided.

•	 Please write in block letters and in black ink.

NOTE:			 
•	 You must submit your passport (not a copy), the completed visa application form, 1 passport photo and proof of residency in the UK if you are not a UK resident. 	
	 We will need to have your passport for the entire duration of the visa process.	 	 	
•	 The visa will be stamped into your passport 	 	 	
•	 Visas can only be processed three months prior to the start date of your safari/expedition
